STATEMENT OF: PAUL BAKER

I am the Night Time Enforcement Officer for Kettering Borough Council and part of my responsibilities is the enforcement of the Licensing Act 2003 and the Environmental Protection Act 1990.
On Sunday 4th September 2011 I was on duty when I received a call from our Out of hours team at 00.25hrs informing me that they have received a complaint from Mr Cawthorne of 33 Lewis House, Carrington Street, Kettering about loud music emanating from the Angel public house, Carrington Street, Kettering.

At 00.28hrs I arrived at Lewis House and whilst standing in the car park that fronts onto Carrington Street, I could clearly hear music which was emanating from the Angel public house. I entered the communal hallway of Lewis House and the same music was heard even after I had closed the door. I could also hear the music whilst walking up the stairs to the front door of number 33. I entered number 33 and went into the living room. From here the music emanating from the Angel public house could clearly be heard.  I noticed that a window in the living room was open and therefore asked for it to be closed. Mr Cawthorne closed this window and the music heard was slightly reduced. This music could still be clearly heard. I could also hear very loud voices which were emanating from the Angel public house. At this stage the music was loud enough for me to have difficulty in concentrating in writing my notes and having a conversation. The music being played seemed to be very repetitive with a lot of bass, but the music being played was unknown to myself.  I deemed this to be a Statutory Nuisance.
