REVIEW OF HACKNEY CARRIAGE & PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER’S LICENCE (C1) 

A report was submitted which sought the Committee's instructions with regard to a Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Driver’s Licence holder who has received road traffic and private hire related convictions.

Details of the convictions were provided to the meeting. The applicant attended the meeting and gave further information. 
The Committee reviewed the applicant’s holding of a Private Hire and Hackney Carriage Licence in the light of him not having a Private Hire Licence or insurance on 4 December 2009.  The Committee took into account the applicant’s explanation of the events leading up to the offence, his personal circumstances and also the potential business over the Christmas and New Year period and it was
RESOLVED

that a formal sanction to suspend 
the applicant’s  Driver’s Private Hire and Hackney Carriage Licences was warranted on this occasion.  The suspension would take affect from the 2 January 2011 for 28 days and the period of suspension would also apply to any future length of these licences for which the applicant applied, should they be granted. This decision was made for the following reasons:-

1. it was the duty of the Committee to protect the fare paying passengers of the Kettering Borough; 
2. to send out a clear message to other Private Hire and Hackney Carriage drivers that the safety of passengers was safeguarded; 
3. the period of suspension of 28 days was appropriate for this offence; and

4. the further speeding offence brought to Members attention, not included in the original report, had been taken into account.

The applicant was strongly advised that if there was any reoccurring of the offence or any other offence in the future, the Committee would have no hesitation in awarding further formal sanctions and would be dealt with very seriously by the Committee.

REVIEW OF HACKNEY CARRIAGE & PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER’S  LICENCE (C2)

Members were satisfied that the matter had been dealt with sufficiently by the awarding of the fixed penalty notice , fine and endorsement to  his licence and that the applicant remained a fit and proper person to hold a Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Drivers Licence as required under Section 51 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976.

The applicant was advised that if there was any reoccurring of the offence or any other offence in the future, the Committee may have no hesitation in awarding a formal sanction.
