APPLICATION FOR A NEW HACKNEY CARRIAGE AND PRIVATE HIRE VEHICLE DRIVER’S LICENCE FROM A PERSON WITH A ROAD TRAFFIC OFFENCE (C4)


A report was submitted which sought the Committee's instructions with regard to a new application for a Hackney Carriage and private Hire Vehicle Driver’s licence where the applicant had a road traffic offence.

Details of the conviction were provided to the meeting. The applicant attended the meeting and gave further information.

The Committee considered that the background details set out in the report, in particular paragraph 2.4, were not clear and therefore impeded its  decision making process.  On further clarification, the Committee noted that the applicant was a previous Hackney Carriage and Private Hire driver licence holder which expired on 1 June 2010.  The applicant had failed to release details of an outstanding offence during the term of his previous licences and in his new application details.  The Committee asked that Legal Services liaise with Environmental Health officers to ensure that future reports provide sufficient details of the background to the case.

Having considered the report, the Committee took into account the applicant’s explanation of events and it was

to grant the application for a new Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Vehicle driver’s licence with the Committee's advice that the holder must ensure that any future road traffic offences are released to the Council without delay.
