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2. INFORMATION

Money 4 Youth is a fund given to Kettering Borough Council to provide young people aged 13 to 19 with a budget to plan and provide activities for young people in their own neighbourhood

Central Government awarded the County's young people £702,000 and Kettering Youth Council (KYC) has been awarded £70,009 (based on population figures).  The role of council officers has been to support and guide KYC but the decision on what projects were funded have been made by KYC.
3.
PROCESS
Young people (13 to 19) in the Borough submit their ideas by completing a simple “ideas” form.   KYC then select the best and most interesting ideas, which can be delivered quickly with the support of Council staff.

KYC received 52 applications and the ideas put forward address the needs of young people in the borough.

It was important KYC recognised the needs of young people in the borough before selecting the applications.  This was an important task as it allowed us to see if the ideas selected matched real needs.

The four most important needs identified were:

Bored teenagers

Eight applications identified at least two of the above needs and these were selected for funding.
4.
DELIVERY OF THE PROJECTS

Borough Council officers were asked to help identify which organisation can deliver these ideas.  All projects will need to be made accessible for all young people including those with disabilities.  
All funding has to be spent by the end of March 2012
The ideas listed below have been successful.
Project 27 Skate Ramp.

£5,250 
Keystone Escape Youth Club required a new skate ramp to replace their old dilapidated ramp.
Project 7 Kettering Cougars Netball Club (KCNC).
£10,060 

The club wanted to increase the number of girls within their club. The club used the funding to run several 6 week netball courses across the borough. The club also set up the first ever Kettering Netball league, where local girls can now play on a regular basis.



Project 1 Events Officer.


£20,264 

An Events Officer was employed via KFED to help put on a variety of events throughout 2011. The officer employed worked with young people to raise awareness of what is on in Kettering for young people. The events were as follows;

This was delivered in cooperation with Kettering Federation of Schools, Youth Works and Kettering Borough Council
Project 34  Athletics Coaching.


£2,706,69 
Kettering Town Harriers ran 6 weeks athletics coaching sessions in 2 hard to reach areas in Kettering (Avondale Grange and Highfields). Funding was used to purchase equipment that was relevant to this age group and also increase the clubs coaches level of coaching qualifications.
Project 21 Sailing Boats.



£11,535,95 
A young person who used to sail at Cransley sailing club wrote a bid explaining why they no longer sailed at the club. This was due to the boats not being suitable for his age group (13+). Funding was used to purchase 3 new RS Feva’s, rigging and wet suits.
Project 14  Cheerleading Equipment. 

£4000
Kettering Cheerleading Academy worked with KBC to set up the first ever Junior Cheer Academy. This was very successful for young people aged 8 to 12.  It was proved that to help retain an older age group (13+), more equipment was needed to allow the girls to perform more complex and technical routines. 
Project 48 Museum Activities.


£2500

Kettering Museum were allocated funding to allow them to run historical activities for young people on an evening. 
Issues were raised regarding Young People hanging around the Manor House gardens. The Museum staff consulted with the young people and they expressed an interest in visiting the museum on an evening. The museum provided retro nights to young people to help promote the Museum and Gallery.
Project 16 Community Awards.


£2500
Last year the KYC organised their own Young person’s awards evening and this year they wanted to make it more high profile. Funding was given to KBC to help assist with organising a Community Awards Evening on the 23rd September 2011. 
5. FINANCIAL/RESOURCE IMPLICATIONS

The projects selected will have no financial implications on KBC.  All projects will be contracted out and we offered support and encourage sustainability of these ideas were possible.

Kettering Borough Council were funded £3,868 for administration of Money 4 Youth.
Any remaining funding will be spent by March 2011.

6. PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT

The KYC worked extremely hard in looking at what partners to fund. 

They took on various roles in allocating the funding, such as; treasurer, secretary and chair person.
