INFORMATION
2.1
The Kettering (Parishes) Order 2004 has now been made by the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister (ODPM) The effect of this Order is as follows :-

· To create the Parish of Mawsley to come into force from 1st April 2004, and to make arrangements for the date for the elections to the Parish Council 

· To make arrangements for the specified area ceasing to be part of the existing Parish of Cransley

· To direct the Borough Council to establish a Parish Council for the new Parish

· To make transitional provision for conducting business until the new Parish Council is elected

2.2
The Order to be made by the Borough Council (under its statutory powers as

specified by the Local Government and Rating Act 1997) will make arrangements for the establishment of a Parish Council. Members of the Forum will recall that the Council agreed at its meeting held on 26th February 2003 that the Council should have seven members, and no Wards. This will be included in the Order establishing the Parish Council.

2..3
The Local Elections (Ordinary Day of Elections) Order 2004 has specified that  all elections for new Parish Councils shall be held on the same day as the elections for the European Parliament, 10th June 2004. (Consequent amendments to the date of  new Parish Councils’ inaugural Annual Meetings are also contained in this Order, along with changes to Councillors’ periods of office). 

Members of the Forum may be aware that the elections for the East Midlands Constituency of the European Parliament are almost certain to be conducted as an All Postal Voting Pilot in June. It appears highly likely that this will mean the elections to the Parish Council will also be conducted on this basis. It is hoped that this will be confirmed at the Forum meeting.

2.4
The Order creating the Parish specifies that , ‘until the Councillors elected to the Council of the new Parish …come into office, the new Parish shall be represented by those persons who are the elected Councillors … for the existing Parish of Cransley.’  Cransley Parish Council is aware of this, and the initial view has been expressed by the Council’s Clerk that its current provision for dealing with matters relating to Mawsley should prove to be appropriate.

All consultees will be informed in respect of the creation of the Parish, the ensuing elections  and related matters.
