The  Parish of Mawsley

I am writing to notify you that the Kettering (Parishes) Order has now been made by the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister. The Order creates a Parish of Mawsley to come into force from 1st April 2004, and also makes arrangements for the date of elections to the Parish Council. Consequently, the Borough Council is required to make arrangements for the establishment of a  Parish Council, consisting of seven members.

In 2004 , all elections for new Parish Councils have to  be held on the same day as the elections for the European Parliament, which is 10th June 2004. Details on how to stand for election for the new Parish are available from the Borough Council’s Electoral Services Unit on (01536) 534200 or 534353 or by emailing elecreg@kettering.gov.uk. 

From 1st April until mid-June 2004, when the Councillors elected to the new Parish Council come into office, the new Parish will be represented by those persons who are the elected Councillors  for the existing Parish of Cransley.
