PERFORMANCE UPDATE

An update was provided by Iain Kirtley on Kettering Borough Council’s recent performance. It was noted that the Marketplace was partnership resourced and close to completion. A review on street furniture will take place once the works are completed. Burton Latimer Civic Centre had been opened and Chesham House is back in use again. There has been an increase in affordable housing in Desborough which is also environmentally sound. The council has worked on improving green spaces, with Rockingham Road Pleasure Park having attained a Green Flag through efforts in conjunction with Friends of Rockingham Road Pleasure Park. Responsibility for the Concessionary Travel scheme moved to Northamptonshire County Council in April. Kettering Borough Council has a local agreement to provide a leisure pass on the reverse of the bus pass which benefits 15,000 residents in the Borough.

KEEP WARM AND WELL IN KETTERING – FUEL POVERTY STRATEGY

Julia Beckett provided an update on the fuel poverty strategy. The council will be indentifying and targeting their efforts and resources on those most at risk from fuel poverty. It was noted that the current action plan is clear and the resources and partnerships to move this scheme forward are in place.

NORTHAMPTONSHIRE ENTERPRISE PARTNERSHIP UPDATE

Sajeeda Rose gave a presentation outlining the NEP’s current status and future plans. It was noted that available resources had been reduced from £10m a year to £2m a year, while staff numbers have also been cut from 33 to 14. It was  further noted that a new board comprised of both public and private sector partners had been created and first met in April. An outline of the purpose and specifics of the NEP was provided and it was noted that a further bid has been submitted to be recognised as a Local Enterprise Partnership.

NHS PCT REFORM

Julie Passmore attended to provide a presentation on Primary Care Trust reform in the local area. It was noted that Nene Commissioning is one of the largest clinical commissioning groups in the UK. With PCT’s to be abolished from 2013, clusters had to form by June 2011, and it was noted that Kettering forms part of the Northants and Milton Keynes cluster, with 70 practices under its umbrella. The relationship with the council was explained and the future plans were outlined. The management structure of the PCT cluster was also defined.
