INFORMATION
2.1 The Site Specific Proposals Local Development Document (LDD), when adopted, will form part of the North Northamptonshire Local Development Framework. The document will cover the whole Borough with the exception of issues addressed in the Core Spatial Strategy, emerging Joint Core Strategy Review and the Area Action Plans for Kettering Town Centre and Rothwell & Desborough Urban Extensions.
2.2 This document will allocate land for housing, employment, retail, leisure and community facilities. In addition to this it can contain policies relating to specific areas such as Rothwell, Desborough and Burton Latimer town centres and topics such as design, affordable housing and protection of the open countryside.
2.3 The Options Paper sets out a range of options for policies and proposals to be included in the Site Specific Proposals LDD. Previous consultation responses and sustainability appraisal have been used to identify which of the options are preferred at this stage.

2.4 The document begins with a series of topic based options.  This is followed by settlement by settlement sections which set out detailed proposals for each town and village within the Borough. This will enable consultees to focus on the area of the Borough or topic which they are interested in.
2.5 The Options Paper has been prepared to address the period from date of adoption to 2031 and conforms to the quantum of development proposed through the emerging Joint Core Strategy.
2.6 The Options Paper will be accompanied by an Interim Sustainability Appraisal which provides consultees with information on the implications of each of the options in terms of Sustainability Appraisal and a Habitat Regulations Assessment Scoping Report. 
2.7 The format for the meeting will be that officers of the Borough Council will present the contents of the Site Specific Proposals LDD to the meeting, before taking questions or comments.  Members of the Forum are encouraged to make their communities and local groups/organisations aware of the consultation, and to provide responses using the media provided.

The Site Specific Proposals LDD Options consultation will commence on 12th March for a six-week period, closing on 23rd April 2012. The consultation will run for six weeks and will include:
