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2. INFORMATION
2.1 The North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy (NNCSS) includes ambitious growth targets for Kettering Borough.  Significant progress has been made to meeting these through the delivery of houses and jobs.  This is despite wider macro economic conditions that have depressed development activity.  A review of the NNCSS is underway and provides an opportunity to review the ambitious targets that were set at a time when the market was more active.

The North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy states that during the Plan period 2001-2021 the net job growth (in all sectors) target will be 16,200 new jobs.  Of these, 1,120 jobs will be in the general industrial sector, 1,870 jobs will be in warehouse and distribution and 3,260 jobs in office or light industry. 
2.3
The North Northamptonshire Annual Monitoring Report, December 2011, reported that the total jobs growth in Kettering Borough between 1998 and 2010 was 5,320.  This gives an annualised figure of 443, which is clearly less than the annualised requirement of 810 per annum.
