INFORMATION
2.1 An application for review of the premises licence for the Oak Tree Public House, High Street, Desborough under the Licensing Act 2003 has been received from Northamptonshire Police. A copy of the review application is attached at Appendix A with the original report.
2.2 During the period leading up to the committee hearing Northamptonshire Police as the responsible authority which called the review have been negotiating with the licensee’s representative to resolve the issues of concern which caused the review to be called.

2.3 Both parties have agreed a resolution detailed in the e-mails attached at Appendix D.

2.4 Regulation 9 of the Licensing Act (Hearing) Regulations 2003 states:

Right to dispense with hearing if all parties agree

This section has no associated Explanatory Memorandum
9.—(1) An authority may dispense with holding a hearing if all persons required by the Act to agree that such a hearing is unnecessary, other than the authority itself, have done so by giving notice to the authority that they consider a hearing to be unnecessary. 

(2) Where all the persons required by the Act to agree that a hearing is unnecessary have done so in accordance with paragraph (1), the authority, if it agrees that a hearing is unnecessary, must forthwith give notice to the parties that the hearing has been dispensed with. 

2.5 Because the negotiations have included changes to the premises licence, the licensing authority has no authority to add conditions to a licence apart from by way of the committee process. It could not agree that a hearing was unnecessary in those circumstances. The committee is therefore asked to agree the changes proposed by Northamptonshire Police and accepted by the agent for the licensee.

RECOMMENDATION

The Head of Environmental Health recommends that the committee agree to the proposals made by Northamptonshire Police and agreed by the licensee in the matter of this review, being:

1. A CCTV system to be installed and properly maintained to ensure that it is working at all times. This system of cameras to cover all entrance / exit points and bar / floor areas within the premises. Images must be stored for a minimum of 14 days and be made available to police on request. The DPS and in their absence a member of staff, must be trained and competent in the use of any system installed.

2. An incident register will be maintained and completed in respect of all incidents relating to the four licensing objectives. This register will be made available to police on request.
3. Remove any mention of the outside trading area being closed by 2300 or 2330hrs daily 
4. Remove the condition around photographic proof of age - superseded by mandatory age verification policy.

5. Retain numbered conditions 1-3 around noise pollution.

6. Remove condition 4 around fireworks
7. Retain condition 5 around customers leaving in an orderly manner

8. Remove conditions 6-12 which are superfluous, illegal (7) or unnecessary.
