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2. INFORMATION
2.1. The Kettering Old Grammar School Foundation (The Foundation) is a registered Charity with funds available to help young people who live and have attended a school within the Borough for at least two years. Grants are given to individuals for educational purposes or for the development of a particular talent in the areas of the arts or sport. Grants can also be given to organisations supporting the education of young people. The grants are currently made at the Governors’ discretion.

2.2. The current Charity Commission Scheme states that the Council has a right to nominate three persons onto the board of Governors. The Governors, once appointed, serve for a term of four years.

2.3. The Council has recently received a letter from The Foundation. The letter outlines The Foundation’s intention to change its Governance structure and requests the Council for its views on the proposals. The letter is attached at Appendix 1.

2.4. Further clarification of the proposals was requested and the response is attached at Appendix 2. 

2.5. The Council’s  current nominations to serve as  Governors are:
· Cllr Maurice Bayes
(until 2016)       
· Cllr David oans

(until 2016)
· Cllr Keli Watts

(until 2014)
2.6. The Foundation has clarified that should the organisation be incorporated, it would in effect operate transitional arrangements that would allow Governors who are in post at the date of incorporation to continue to serve for the remainder of their terms. At the end of the term, any new appointment (or re-appointment) would be made by the existing Governors and not by the Council. The Council would cease to have any right to nominate to the Board in the future.
2.7. When considering the proposal, one of the issues that Members need to be aware of is the future role of Councillors on the board – especially during the transitional periods up to 2014 and 2016. The Councillors should be able to represents the interests of the Council first and foremost and therefore further consideration may be required as to how this can best be achieved.
