	Decision

That planning permission be refused for  the following reasons:-




1. 
The proposed development, by virtue of its nature as a car park and its unsustainable location outside of the town centre would encourage use of the private motor vehicle. It would fail to promote a modal shift towards more sustainable forms of transport and would therefore be contrary to policy 13(e) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy and guidance contained in Part 4 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

2. 
The proposed parking area would appear as a visual anomaly within an otherwise uniform row of long back gardens which form part of a Victorian street pattern. The parking area would be prominent on views from the public realm and would therefore detract from the character and visual amenity of the area contrary to policy 13(h) and (i) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

3. 
The proposed development would intensify vehicular movements and their associated noise and disturbance in close proximity to residential properties to the detriment of amenity. The proposed development is therefore contrary to policy 13(l) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

An update was given to the committee regarding the S106 obligation for application number KET/2010/0743.

MAJOR DEVELOPMENT DELIVERY UPDATE

 A report was submitted to provide Members with an update on the delivery of planning permissions for strategically important employment and housing development proposals in the Borough, and to outline how officers were working to assist their delivery.


It was reported that the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy stated that during the Plan period 2001-2021 the net job growth (in all sectors) target would be 16,200 new jobs.  Of these, 1,120 jobs would be in the general industrial sector, 1,870 jobs would be in warehouse and distribution and 3,260 jobs in office or light industry. 

The North Northamptonshire Annual Monitoring Report, December 2011, reported that the total jobs growth in Kettering Borough between 1998 and 2010 was 5,320.  This gave an annualised figure of 443, which was clearly less than the annualised requirement of 810 per annum.

The North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy stated that during the Plan period 2001-2021, 13,100 houses would be provided in Kettering Borough.  To 31st March 2011, Kettering Borough had delivered 5,407 dwellings, more than any other district in North Northamptonshire.  This gave an average annual figure of 541 dwellings, just 158 short of the total target for 2001-2011.

· Lobby Government to raise the profile of development at Kettering

· Develop, co-ordinate and submit bids to Government and other agencies for funding to assist in the delivery of development in Kettering Borough

· Broker relationships between developers of schemes within the Borough where co-operation and co-ordination between them may assist delivery of development

· Provide planning expertise and capacity to assist in the co-ordination and development of technical work to support the discharge of planning conditions and the applications for the approval of reserved matters conditions and the applications for the approval of reserved matters

· Provide planning expertise and capacity to respond to the submission of applications to discharge planning conditions and applications for the approval of reserved matters 

· Report progress of developments back to members in 6 months
