2. BACKGROUND
On 15th April 2009, Executive Committee of Kettering Borough Council agreed new residents parking schemes following a consultation exercise with local residents. In summary it was agreed that:
· the continuation of all existing schemes on existing permit conditions pending the implementation of any new schemes;

· the implementation of an enforcement model for new schemes, with 20 hours out of hours enforcement and 18.5 hours back-office support; and

· residents’ parking zones are introduced subject to the County Council’s agreement.

3. CURRENT POSITION
Kettering Borough Council continues to work with Northamptonshire County Council (NCC) to implement the Executive Committee, and ultimately the local resident’s decisions regarding residents parking control zones. It is intended that the remaining residents parking schemes should be introduced during 2012.
