Additional Responses 
1. The Local Highways Authority has commented on the proposed secondary and tertiary carriageway widths. They have asked for a 5.5m wide secondary street and 4.8m wide tertiary street. This can be accommodated within the existing layout and would be a relatively minor amendment to make. Officers have discussed this with the applicant and they have agreed to make the necessary changes. This however would require an amended plan and minor alterations to plan references cited in the conditions. It is also recommended by officers that the footpath link between Polwell Lane and Plot 111 is finished with tar spray and chip or an appropriate alternative. It is recommended that that the application be approved subject to minor amendments as described above and delegated to officers. 

Additional Condition 
The following additional condition is recommended by officers:

The footpath which links Polwell Lane (between Numbers 8 and 10) to the tertiary street adjacent to Plot 111 shall be finished with tar spray and chip or an appropriate alternative which shall first be approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority 
REASON: In the interests of securing a high quality design in accordance with approved Design Code and Policy 2 of the East Midlands Regional Plan and Policy 13 of the Core Spatial Strategy.
