SITE SPECIFIC PROPOSALS LOCAL DEVELOPMENT DOCUMENT – OPTIONS PAPER CONSULTATION


A report was submitted which informed the Partnership Board of the above consultation on the Options Paper.


The Site Specific Proposals Local Development Document, when adopted, would form part of the North Northamptonshire Local Development Framework.  The document would cover the whole Borough with the exception of issues addressed in the Core Spatial Strategy, emerging Joint Core Strategy Review and the Area Action Plans for Kettering Town Centre and Rothwell and Desborough Urban Extensions.


The report was supported by a presentation.  It was noted that the consultation period ended on 23rd April 2012, but partners should contact Rebecca Collins if they needed more time to respond.


In discussion, members of the Partnership Board commended the level of consultation with the public, which had included five events around the Borough.  However, the Chair expressed disappointment that more public comments had not been made.


It was felt that safety and security were major issues for consideration around A14 improvements, as was the provision of a HGV stopover facility.

· Police recording of violent crime and town centre violence – a need to look at what incidents were recorded and which were not recorded
