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2.    A14: J10/J10A
The report into this issue has been received by the Council and was shared with local businesses, parishes and members at meetings held on 5th November who have identified their preferred options to access the A14.  We are arranging meetings with the Highways Agency and Local Highway Authority to discuss these options. 

3.  A14: Delay to road widening Junction 7 - 9

On 26 October 2010 the government announced that the widening of the A14 from Junctions 7 – 9 has been put back to 2015. Condition 81 (as shown below) of the East Kettering S.U.E Decision Notice limits the development to the occupation of 1750 dwellings until after Junctions 7 – 9 of the A14 have been widened. 

No more than 1750 dwellings shall be occupied until mainline widening of the A14 between junction 7 and 9 has been constructed by the Highways Agency, acting for the secretary of State for Transport, and is fully operational.

REASON: To ensure that the A14 trunk road continues to serve its purpose as part of a national system of routes for through traffic in accordance with Section 10(2) of the Highways Act 1980 by minimising disruption on the trunk road resulting from traffic entering and emerging from the application site, and in the interests of road safety, efficiency, sustainability, and amenity in accordance with PPS1, PPG13, Policy 43 of the East Midlands Regional Plan (2009), Strategic Policy 2 of MKSM Sub-Regional Strategy and policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy (2008).  

The current housing trajectory for the site shows a maximum of 1,650 dwellings being constructed on the site by the year 2015/16.  The effect of this announcement on the S.U.E may therefore, be limited. 
4. Web Site

Work has begun on updating the East Kettering Development web pages. The name of the link and the Home Page has been changed to reflect the fact the proposal now has consent. 
The site includes an Overview of the application process from receipt of application to the granting of outline planning permission, and ‘What happens next page’ which will include updates about the East Kettering Sustainable Urban Extension as and when necessary. 

A start has been made on a Development Timeline.  Initial pages showing the key trigger points, based on the conditions attached to the planning permission have been produced. These pages take you to the specific condition and a summary of that condition. 

The timeline will in future, include background information, for example, clicking on the phrase ‘Design Code’, ‘FRA’ etc will take you to a brief description of its the role/purpose.  We hope to add to this over time, giving a description of all documents/strategy required.

All plans and documents explicitly referred to in the conditions have been grouped together for ease of reference, under the heading Approved Indicative Plans and Documents.   All documents and plans submitted with the application have to be included in our online planning register; this list currently stands at over 600 documents and is not particularly user friendly.  We intend to alter this to a similar format as the ‘Approved Indicative Plans and Documents’ pages in the near future. 

Details of the consultation carried out before and during consideration of the application are included here.  
Consultation on areas not included within, but directly affected by the Sustainable Urban Extension, such as the meetings held with Parish Councils and local businesses to discuss access from the A14 J10 and J10A will also be included here.

The EKLF has its own pages on the site, which currently shows the forum’s ‘Terms of reference’.
