DETERMINATION OF A HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVER'S LICENCE WHERE THE HOLDER HAD A CONVICTION (C1) 

A report was submitted which sought the Committee's instructions with regard to a Hackney Carriage Driver’s Licence where the holder had a conviction.

Details of the convictions were provided to the meeting. The applicant attended the meeting and gave further information. 
The Committee reviewed the applicant’s holding of a Hackney Carriage Licence in the light of him being convicted of two road traffic offences during 2010. The Committee took into account the applicant’s explanation of the events leading up to the offences.
RESOLVED
that the applicant’s  Hackney Carriage Driver's Licence be revoked as the number of offences over a limited period was a serious matter and he had been before the Committee before. The committee advised that it would be most unlikely to renew a further application for a Hackney Carriage Driver's Licence.

Repeated convictions for traffic offences results in a licence holder not being considered to be a fit and proper person to hold a licence.
