DETERMINATION OF APPLICATION FOR REVIEW OF A LICENSING ACT 2003 PREMISES LICENCE – THE ANGEL, 8 CARRINGTON STREET, KETTERING


A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence.

The representation related to concerns of ongoing public nuisance as a result of noise emanating from the premises together with evidence of poor practices and poor management at the site.


Details of the events were provided to the meeting.  The applicant and the applicant’s solicitor attended the meeting and gave further information.


Having considered the report it was

RESOLVED
that the Committee has considered the application for the review of a premises licence by Mr Maurice Cawthorn, and we have taken note of all representations made. Under the conditions consistent with the operating schedule, this Committee agrees that those conditions relating to noise "Noise from regulated entertainment, or the provision of facilities for entertainment, that emanate from the premises, including external garden areas, shall be inaudible between the hours of 23:00 hours and 08:00 hours daily at the boundary of any noise-sensitive premises, generally considered to be the garden of residential dwellings” have been breached. The Committee finds it necessary and proportionate in response to this breach and to add to Annex 3 of the premises licence as listed in conditions 1 and 2 (with the exception of the fixed windows and only 1 emergency exit as detailed by the licensee's representative) of the memorandum from Mrs Alex Gratrix of this Council's Environmental Health Department (shown below). This Committee is also minded to amend the hours of licensable activities for the Premises Licence to 1:30 Sunday to Thursday and 3:00am Friday to Saturday. We have heard from Mr Willey that there is no necessity for opening after 4am and in consideration also of the breaching of noise conditions. There is a right of appeal up to 21 days from this decision.

Mrs Gratrix's memo stated:

1. Prior to any regulated entertainment taking place an electronic sound limiting device shall be installed in the premises to control the level of noise breakout. The details of the device to be installed shall be submitted to the Licensing Authority for approval.

a. Once approved the device shall be installed and set up by a competent person. It shall be set at a level agreed with the Licensing Authority. The sound level once set shall not be adjusted without prior approval of the Licensing Authority and no regulated entertainment shall take place on the premises unless the device is used to control the level of sound.

b. Upon completion of the installation a report shall be issued to the Licensing Authority certifying the agreed levels have been set and evidence of its tamper proof integrity. The device shall thereafter be maintained by a competent person every twelve months. The results of this maintenance shall include a test of its normal operation and certification of the tamper proof integrity shall be recorded and forwarded to the Licensing Authority. 

c. In the event of a malfunction affecting sound level output, action shall be taken to ameliorate the effect and the Licensing Authority shall be notified on the next working day.

2.  Electronic contacts shall be fitted to windows and emergency exits and connected to the power supply to the sound system, to ensure that the sound system will cut out should the contacts be broken.
