APPLICATION FOR AN HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE THE APPLICANT WAS CURRENTLY AWAITING LEGAL PROCEEDINGS (C2) 

A report was submitted seeking the committee’s instructions with respect to an application for an Hackney Carriage driver’s licence where the applicant was awaiting legal proceedings.


The applicant indicated that they wished for the application to be determined.


Details of the application were provided and the applicant attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offences which were awaiting legal proceedings.

Having considered the report it was

RESOLVED
that the application be refused. 

The applicant admitted they had driven a hackney carriage without a valid licence from 4th August 2011 until 13th October 2011.  They had also received a fixed penalty notice for using a mobile phone in 2008 and a conviction for careless driving in 2008.  Taking these matters into consideration, the committee decided the applicant was not a fit and proper person to hold a hackney carriage licence.

The applicant was notified of their right to appeal within 21 days.

APPLICATION FOR A NEW PRIVATE HIRE VEHICLE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE THE HOLDER HAS CONVICTIONS (C3) 

A report was submitted seeking the committee’s instructions with respect to a new application for a Private Hire driver’s licence where the applicant had previous convictions.


Details of the application were provided and the applicant attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offences.

Having considered the report it was

RESOLVED
that the application be refused.

The Committee considered that the limited recent driving experience and the history of offences of driving whilst under the influence of alcohol meant that the applicant was not a fit and proper person to hold a Private Hire driver's licence.

The applicant was notified of their right to appeal within 21 days.
