TO DETERMINE AN APPLICATION FOR A PREMISES LICENCE FOR ZAMBAR RESTAURANT, 26 HIGH STREET, BURTON LATIMER WHERE REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED.


A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an application for a premises licence for Zambar Restaurant, 26 High Street, Burton Latimer where representations had been received.


The applicant was not in attendance at the meeting.


Mt John Cutmore addressed the meeting to outline the reasons for the objections which included licensing hours, the sale of alcohol, noise from music and smoking outside the premises.


Cllr Zanger addressed the meeting on behalf of residents and the Town Council, and outlined the reasons for objections which included excessive licensing hours and late night entertainment.

After discussion, the Committee considered the application and it was 
RESOLVED
that the licence be granted with the mandatory conditions and the additional conditions referred to in 2.9 and 2.10 of the report.

An additional condition was to be added:- 
· A receptacle for cigarette butts must be installed immediately outside the premises.
Where reference was made in the application to closing time of 1am, this was to be amended to Midnight (12am), and in respect of Special Days the closing time be amended to 2am.

The reason for the decision was to prevent the risk of public nuisance due to the densely populated area and unusual nature of the premises.
