TO CONSIDER A HACKNEY CARRIAGE LICENCE WHERE THE HOLDER HAS PERMITTED THE VEHICLE’S USE BY AN UNLICENSED DRIVER (C2)

A report was submitted seeking the committee’s instructions with respect to a Hackney Carriage Licence, where the holder had permitted the vehicle’s use by an unlicensed driver.


Details of the application were provided and the licence holder attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offence.

Having considered the report it was

RESOLVED
that the decision of the Committee recommended the vehicle licence be suspended for a period of one month from the end of any appeal period, on the grounds that under Section 60 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 it had reasonable cause to do so; due to the proprietor of the Hackney Carriage, failing to ensure that it was driven by a driver holding a current Hackney Carriage Driver's Licence and failing to ensure that the certificate of motor insurance in place for the vehicle was properly complied with.

The applicant was notified of their right to appeal within 21 days.

TO CONSIDER A PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE THE HOLDER ILLEGALLY PLYED FOR HIRE (C3)

A report was submitted seeking the committee’s instructions to consider a Private Hire Driver’s Licence where the holder illegally plyed for hire.

Details of the report were provided and the licence holder attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offence. A character referee also gave information to the committee.
Having considered the report it was

RESOLVED
that the Licensing Committee had considered all the statements and had decided to adjourn the matter as there was insufficient information on the evening to reach a decision. The Committee suggested that the Premier Taxis' Night Duty Officer that took the booking, and the passenger who made the booking, came before the Committee.  The Committee suggested that PC Condon should also be asked to attend the adjourned Committee meeting.

The Licence holder was advised that it was their responsibility to contact the Night Time Controller and the passenger, and that Kettering Borough Council was to contact PC Condon.

The Licence holder was also advised that they could bring any further evidence that might help them at the next meeting and also to take legal advice.
