DETERMINATION OF APPLICATION FOR VARIATION OF A LICENSING ACT 2003 PREMISES LICENCE FOR WHICH RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED - THE CAVAN CLUB, MARKET PLACE, KETTERING (A1) 

A report was submitted seeking the Committee's decision on an application for a variation of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence for which relevant representations had been received.
Simon Evans attended the meeting and outlined the reasons for objection which included, hours of trading, the use of CCTV and access to and from the club.
Mr Hashmi attended the meeting and advised the panel of measures being taken to comply with the licence conditions.
After discussion the committee withdrew to consider the application and it was 

RESOLVED 
that the variation was granted by removing the conditions listed on page 5 of 8 of the premises licence except the condition relating to the number of persons permitted on the premises, the two conditions referred to in the email from the police dated 3rd February 2010 will be imposed: -

· CCTV – a system will be installed and properly maintained to ensure that it is working at all times, it will cover all entrance/exit points and bar/floor areas within the premises.  Images will be stored for a minimum of 14 days and be made available to police on request.

· The operator shall ensure that the premises have sufficient numbers of SIA registered (Door Supervisor Qualification) security staff and shall ensure they are employed in the following ratio: 2 for the first 100 customers, 2 for the second 100 customers and 1 for every further 100 or part thereof.  Door Supervisors will wear high visibility jackets/blousons.

The applicants were reminded of the regulations on the existing operating schedule on page 8 of 8 of the premises licence, especially exiting via Market Street and not permitting persons under 18 years old on the premises.
