AMENDMENTS TO THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT (MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS) ACT 1982 TO ALLOW LICENSING OF SEXUAL ENTERTAINMENT VENUES AND TO REVIEW THE AUTHORITY'S POLICY ON SEX ESTABLISHMENT LICENCES (A1) 

A report was submitted to consider adopting the amendment to the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 Schedule 3 made by Section 27 of the Policing and Crime Act 2009 to licence sexual entertainment venues and to review the council's current policy on sexual entertainment licences.
After discussions it was
RESOLVED
that

(i) the amendment to Schedule 3 of the 1982 Act in Section 27 of the 2009 Act be adopted to allow the authority to licence sexual entertainment venues; and
(ii) the number of sexual entertainment venues allowed to be licensed be limited to zero which would protect the borough's night time economy as up to eleven events a year could be held on any premises which was sufficient provision for that type of entertainment in the borough; and

(iii) the number of sex shops accessible to the public be limited to one within the borough, with the renewal of the existing licence continuing to be delegated to the Head of Environmental Services; and

(iv) the number of sex shops not accessible to the public and supplying by the internet only be unlimited but restricted by location to industrial estates within the borough; and

(v) the number of sex cinemas be limited to zero; and

(vi) any new licenses be considered by the Licensing Panel for approval.  Once a licence had been issued the renewal of the licence be delegated to the Head of Environmental Services and an update be provided to members of the committee
