TO DETERMINE AN APPLICATION FOR THE REVIEW OF A PREMISES LICENCE FOR THE OAK TREE PUBLIC HOUSE, HIGH STREET, DESBOROUGH.

A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an application for the review of a premises licence for the Oak Tree Public House, High Street, Desborough.

The Committee noted that during the period leading up to the Committee hearing, Northamptonshire Police, as the responsible authority which called the review, had been negotiating with the licensee’s representative to resolve the issues of concern which had caused the original review to be called.  As a result, both parties had agreed a resolution to the issues of concern and these had been set out in an addendum to the report (Appendix D) and circulated to Members on 4 May 2012.


Neither the applicant nor a representative from Northamptonshire Police was in attendance at the meeting.


The Committee considered the documentation before them and considered that there were a number of questions which needed to be addressed by both parties before a decision could be made.
