TO CONSIDER A REPORT FROM THE NIGHT TIME ENFORCEMENT OFFICER IN RELATION TO AN ALLEGED OFFENCE OF ILLEGAL PLYING FOR HIRE (C1)

A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s decision in relation to an alleged offence of illegal plying for hire.


Details of the alleged offence were provided.  The licence holder attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offence. CCTv footage was also shown to the Committee.

Having considered the report, the Committee took into account the licence holder’s explanation of events leading up to the alleged offence and it was

that there was Insufficient admissible evidence that a plying for hire offence had taken place beyond a reasonable doubt and therefore no further action would be taken by the Committee.

The Committee found that an offence of waiting in a hackney carriage rank had also taken place, but in the circumstances of this particular case did not take any action in respect of the holder’s private hire vehicle driver's licence.

TO CONSIDER AN APPLICATION FOR A PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE THE APPLICANT HAS A CONVICTION (C2)


A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s instructions with regard to the granting of a Private Hire driver’s licence where the applicant had a conviction.

Details of the conviction were provided.  It was noted that under 2.2 of the report, the applicant’s offence took place on 16 June 2008 and not 16 August 2008, as originally quoted.

The applicant attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offence.  

Having considered the report, the Committee took into account the applicant’s explanation of events and it was

RESOLVED
that a Private Hire Driver’s Licence should be granted.  


The applicant was strongly advised to notify the Council immediately of any future offences and to read thoroughly the terms and conditions of the licence.

The holder was given a firm warning that should he be involved in any further offences, the Council should be notified immediately and details presented.
