KETTERING TOWN CENTRE AREA ACTION PLAN - SUBMISSION 

A report was submitted that requested members to agree the content of the Kettering Town Centre Area Action Plan (AAP) - Submission and Sustainability Appraisal for Submission to the Secretary of State. It was noted that, subject to final adjustments, the Plan would be submitted later this month, which would mean that the Urban Extensions Area Action Plan for Rothwell and Desborough should be submitted in Spring 2011. 
In their final consideration of the content of the Kettering Town Centre AAP, members requested the following points to be taken on board;

· Amend the journey time of 3 hours between Kettering to Paris as included on page 14 of the Plan 

· Change the wording of the Improvements to the Station Quarter area shown at the bottom of page 41 to read ‘ A new west-east pedestrian and cyclist crossing of the railway line, for example a bridge connecting two multi-storey car parks
