Consented Applications

Burton Wold Wind Farm North

KET/2007/1033 – Planning permission was granted on 11th March 2008 for 7 no. Wind Turbines, 100m to the tip, a 65m permanent meteorological mast, substation and compound with associated tracks and hard standing.  All conditions have been discharged and a Lawful Development Certificate (KET/2012/0249) issued confirming development has commenced on site. 

Burton Wold Wind Farm South

KET/2011/0506 - Planning permission was granted on 2nd April 2012 for the erection of 5 no. wind turbines, 100m high to the tip, provision of crane hard standings, control building, substation, underground cabling, temporary construction compound, widening of the existing site access, new site access tracks and permanent 65m high anemometer mast.  No conditions have been discharged.
New Albion Wind Farm 
KET/2009/0549 - Planning permission was granted on 20th January 2010 for the erection of 7 no. wind turbines (100m high to the tip of a rotor blade in a vertical position). Provision of crane hard standings, control building, substation, underground cabling, temporary construction compound, widening of the existing site access, new site access tracks and permanent 65m high anemometer mast.  Some of the conditions on the application have been discharge but further information is required. 
Environmental Statement Scoping Opinion
Applicants ask the Council for a Scoping Opinion to define the ‘scope’ of the Environmental Impact Assessment i.e. what information is required to be contained within an EIA for the LPA to determine an application.

Burton Wold Wind Farm North 

KET/2012/0075 – Scoping Opinion has been received and issued requesting the LPA to set the scope of an EIA for a Wind Farm to the north of the existing Burton Wold Wind Farm, the Scoping states that the proposal would consist of 9 no. Wind Turbine, 132.5m to the tip and other associated equipment.  

Land to the North of Cranford

KET/2009/0660 – Scoping Opinion at Land to the North of Cranford.  No further applications have been made.

Land to the south west of Great Cransley and east of Mawsley

KET/2008/0212 – Scoping Opinion at Great Cransley and Mawsley for 4 no. Wind Turbines, 125m to the tip.  No further applications made.
Current Planning Applications

KET/2012/0556 – Erection of 9 no. wind turbines (max overall tip height 132.5m), new on site access tracks, hard standing areas, control building, cabling and 80 metre anemometer mast.
