Plot 14A Braybrooke Road, Braybrooke

Local Highway Authority considers site to be in unsustainable location and completely reliant on motor vehicles; narrow roads around site not ideal for larger vehicles but passing places, wide verges and good visibility mitigate this; access track into the site is of inadequate construction to cope with existing levels of use, more use will exacerbate the matter; further pitches would result in well in excess of five off a private drive, triggering the need for the access to be made to adoptable standard and put forward for adoption, in the absence of which the highway authority raises objection; public path GC7 is left untouched by planned layout, the route of the path should be kept clear of materials and boundary treatments to enable walkers to pass unhindered; extra waymarking of public path would be required at boundaries of application site.


Officer comment: 

The unsustainable location has already been noted and forms the basis for one reason for refusal.

The matter of the access road can form an additional reason, as the provision of a road to adoptable standards would be an intrusive and permanent feature in the landscape, while the absence of a suitably constructed access (as proposed by default) provides an inadequate means of access to the site.  A further reason for refusal is recommended as follows:

"The use of the site would result in an intensified use of the access way into the site, which, due to its construction, fails to provide an adequate means of access in accordance with adopted standards.  The proposal therefore conflicts with Policy 13(d) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy."
It should be noted that the LHA does not object to the fact that the public path would cross the site.
