	Summary of main points

Statutory consultees:

English Heritage:
· Sites allocated for housing and employment will not affect any heritage asset or its setting
Northamptonshire Police and NFRS:

· All sites identified should be built in accordance with principles of Designing out Crime. Identification of KE/007 is reliant on an alternative location being identified and developed for Kettering Fire Station.
Wildlife Trust:
· K2 is next to the Nene Valley Nature Improvement Area

Environment Agency:

· K2 is located in a flood zone, any development on site will require Flood Risk Assessment, the site is less than 250m from a former landfill site and proposed development should not increase the risk of landfill gas intrusion
· Agree with sites allocated for housing; suggest specific design principles to be applied to each site
· Suggest generic design principles for all preferred sites
Other consultees:

Concerns/Objections:
· Criteria should be set for sites which may become vacant to give certainty for residents and developers (1)

· KE/007 Kettering Fire Station – concern regarding suitability for residential development (4)

· Significant traffic congestion in area already; development should respect character of existing area; parking provision for at least 2 cars – garages not acceptable; Bishop Stopford School should be given principle option for acquiring site
· KE/011 – blighted by noise from A14, requires buffer to protect residential amenity (1)
· KE/032 / HVI/053 – disagree with discounted housing option and designation as HVI (2)

· Available for development; no constraints; suitable access to site 
· Site is not within Conservation Area as stated in Background Paper and does not contribute to the setting of a Listed Building or Ancient Monument therefore should not be designated HVI

· KE/033 – should be allocated for housing (1)

· KE/154 – should be reconsidered as a housing allocation with a yield of 75 dwellings (1)
· Deliverable site; site surrounded by East Kettering Urban Extension; should be allowed to be developed before commencement of the urban extension
· Settlement boundary – strongly disagree (2)

· Sites at Longfellow Drive and Weekly Hall Farm should be included

· Site 006 should be reconsidered as a housing or alternative allocation (1)
Suggestions/Support:

· KE/011 – strongly agree, suggests increasing yield to 450 dwellings (1)
· KE/156 – available for development and would be supported (1)

· Site suggested for residential development near Warkton Lane (1)

· Part of KE/017 suggested for residential and employment development (1)

· K2 – good links with major routes and transport (2)

· Open space adjacent to Avondale School should be designated protected open space (1)



	Implications of National Planning Policy Framework

Presumption in favour of sustainable development. Requirement for Local Authorities to maintain a 5year housing land supply with a buffer of 5% or 20%.
The NPPF sets out the presumption in favour of sustainable development and details the economic role that planning system performs in building a strong, responsive and competitive economy, by ensuring that sufficient land of the right type is available at the right places and at the right time to support growth and innovation.

Implications of emerging Joint Core Strategy

Kettering is identified as a growth town. Draft Policy 10 sets out the role of growth towns as the focus for development.


	Summary of officer comments

Option 59
Kettering Fire Station KE/007 - The site provides an opportunity for residential reuse of an existing brownfield site within the urban area. An approximate yield of 18 has been calculated for the site based on a density of 30 dwellings to the hectare. Given the strong character of surrounding development within the Headlands a lower density may be appropriate and can be considered through any future masterplanning of the site. Comments made will be used to inform the preparation of design principles for the site.
Option 60
Big Spinney Barton Seagrave KE/032 and HVI/053 – reassessment of site will be undertaken based on the evidence provided during the options consultation.  This highlighted potential inaccuracies in the assessment of the site, including incorrectly identifying the site as being located within the Barton Seagrave Conservation Area.
Land to the rear of 30 – 52 Cranford Road KE/154 - reassessment of site will be undertaken based on the evidence provided during the options consultation.  Consideration will be given to establishing principles for sites within the proposed settlement boundary but detached from the existing urban edge, in particular small sites to the east of Kettering, and how these sites will be assessed in a consistent manner, prior to publication of the Pre-Submission Plan.
Question 32 
Boundary changes proposed by respondents at Weekley Hall Farm and land to the east of Longfellow Drive, Kettering - The Background Paper on Settlement Boundaries identified a set of principles which were applied when drawing all settlement boundaries to ensure all boundaries in the Borough were drawn consistently. The land to the east of Longfellow Drive was excluded from the settlement boundary following the application of principles 2 and 3. With regard to exclusion of the dwellings at Weekly Hall Farm this will be reviewed prior to the next iteration of the plan, the SSP LDD Pre-Submission.

	Next steps

Option 59 should be progressed taking into account the design principles identified by the Environment Agency, principles of designing out crime and comments made by consultees regarding specific sites.
Option 60 – sites KE/154 and KE/032 (HVI/053) require further investigation (see above) to ensure they have been appropriately discounted as housing options
Assessment of new sites promoted at Warkton Lane and part of KE/017.
Option 1 should be progressed having regard to the fact that K2 is adjacent to the Nene Valley Nature Improvement Area
Investigate if settlement boundary needs to be amended to include dwellings at Weekly Hall Farm or amended to exclude Weekly Hall Farm in its entirety
