2.1 The Government Resource Review has been ongoing for some time and is likely to impact upon a wide variety of local authority funding streams. The following diagram outlines the scope of some of the potential changes together with the changing economic conditions: 
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2.2 The top two ‘bubbles’, namely ‘Business Rates Reform’ and ‘Council Tax Benefits’, are key elements of the Government’s National Resource Review and each will have significant financial implications from the outset in April 2013.
