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2. INFORMATION
2.1 
Members will recall that at the meeting of this Committee held on 21st March  2012, they considered a report in respect of this matter. As a result of the deliberations it was resolved that an alternative proposal be submitted to the LGBCE  by this Council from the one submitted by the Northamptonshire County Council (NCC). 
2.2
In June of this year, the LGBCE published their draft recommendations for the new electoral arrangements for the County Council including the Kettering area. These recommendations were based largely on the submission supplied by this Council. There was a period of further consultation at this stage which lasted until 13th August 2012. Unfortunately it was not possible for the item to come back to this Committee at that time as no meetings were scheduled within that period. However, as the LGBCE recommendations mirrored those submitted by the Council, it was considered that there would be little point in re-visiting the matter in Committee at that stage. Some brief additional information was submitted by officers relating to strengthening the community evidence submitted with the Council’s original proposal. These are attached at Appendix ‘A‘ for members information.

2.3
The LGBCE has now published its proposals for each of the 8 County Council Electoral Divisions in Kettering, and these are attached at Appendix ‘B‘. The only amendments to the draft recommendations are as follows :

· Thorpe Malsor and Cransley are moved from the Burton and Broughton Electoral Division to the Rothwell and Mawsley Electoral Division
· All Saints Ward No 9 Polling District is moved from the Windmill Division to the Clover Hill Division

· To the south of Kettering town LGBCE proposed a parish ward with 77 electors in Barton Seagrave Parish as part of its draft recommendations. This small parish ward was proposed in order to provide for complete internal communication links within the Burton & Broughton division. The evidence provided by this Council noted that Barton Seagrave was a relatively new parish (established in 2002). and that, in 2005, local residents favoured being part of Barton Seagrave ward (to the north of the A14). Consequently, LGBCE amended its draft recommendations in this area to retain the whole of Barton Seagrave parish in Wicksteed division, in order to reflect the evidence provided by the Borough Council.
