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2. INFORMATION
2.1
At the meeting of this Committee held on 19th October 2011, members supported the proposals of the BCE in respect of changes to the Kettering Parliamentary Constituency to be introduced at the next Parliamentary General Election. These proposals were that the Kettering Constituency would be constituted as follows :
· All the wards of the Borough of Kettering

· The Finedon Ward of the Borough Council of Wellingborough (comprising the Parish of Finedon)

· The North Ward of the Borough Council of Wellingborough (comprising the Parishes of Hardwick, Little Harrowden, Great Harrowden, Isham and Orlingbury). 

Members re-iterated their support for these proposals at the meeting of this committee held on 21st March 2012, and these views were submitted to BCE.
2.1.1 The BCE has now published its revised proposals for final consultation which have amended those contained in 2.1 above so that the proposed Constituency of Kettering now comprises the following:
· All the wards of the Borough of Kettering

· The Finedon Ward of the Borough Council of Wellingborough (comprising the Parish of Finedon)

The Council is a consultee in respect of this matter, and holds documentation to assist members of the public and interested organisations to respond to the BCE. Comments on the final proposals need to be submitted to BCE by 10th December 2012.

Changes to the Parliamentary Constituency could impact on the Council in terms of representation of the Kettering Borough area in Parliament being diluted by an increase in .the size of the constituency that means that part of another local government area would also fall within the constituency area.
