APPENDIX C
Call-in Procedure

1. The Chair will ask officers to outline the procedure for dealing with the call-in.

2. The Chair will ask the members who have requested the call-in to outline their reasons for the call-in.

3. The Chair will allow members of the public who have expressed an interest to speak to the committee to do so. The normal rules will apply in relation to time limits and the chair will remind members of the public that they should only address the committee in relation to the specific reason for the call-in not about the wider issue of town and parish council funding.

4. The Chair will ask representative(s) from the Executive (if present) for their observations about the call-in and to comment on any other salient points.

5. The Chair may ask officers for clarification of any technical / professional issues that may be relevant.

6. The committee will discuss the call in and have two alternative courses of action available to it, either;

a. If, having considered the decision, the committee is still concerned about it, then it may refer it back to the Executive, setting out in writing the nature of its concerns, or
b. If the committee does not refer the matter back to the Executive, the Executive’s decision shall take effect immediately.

Please Note – in line with the requirements of the Council Constitution, all questioning shall be conducted fairly and courteously.
