	I am not sure if this quite relates to a section here. But I know there are a couple of core issues. To push on.  
1. Gambling Addiction - the FOBTs (fixed Odds Betting Terminal) in LBOs (Licensed Betting Office) can now account for easily 50% of revenue (with less / 50% coming from OTC (over the counter)) - and LBOs rely on these to generate revenue and compensating for falling OTC turnover - essentially distorting the nature of the LBO. 
2. Proliferation of LBOs - due to removal of previous regs about proximity/demand test. Should be re-considered. Having LBOs opening next door to one another is deleterious to high streets (probably worse of course than charity shops opening next to each other, which despite the rage this causes, you would rather two charity shops rather than 2 LBOs. 2 LBOs have little social benefit.  I think the point is re the "Demand test". 
3. Any issues around machines (e.g SWP, AWP) in licensed premises. Again, ensuring that they are operated in socially responsibly way. I am sure last time, I was there there was an AWP at Michael's Golden on the Headlands. We should push on how machines are deployed and are we / the operators ensuring that they are ensuring that children and the vulnerable are not able to play.
