3.12.12 - a further communication from the applicant's agent was received summarised below:-
 
There is no longer a policy requirement for proposals to demonstrate local 'need'. Impact is the main consideration in respect of retail development, however as your report rightly points out relevant national and development policy does not require an assessment of impact for retail proposals of this scale.

Policy 15 of the Kettering Town Centre AAP, states that "development proposals that would put at risk the comprehensive retail led regeneration of Wadcroft /Newlands phase 1 area, or would adversely affect the potential to enhance and redevelop shopping facilities elsewhere within the shopping quarter, will not be supported". The policy is clear that support will not be given for those schemes that would have the potential to 'adversely affect' regeneration proposals and facilities elsewhere within the shopping quarter. However, small scale proposals such as this will not have an 'adverse effect' on town centre vitality and viability, or the Council's aspirations for regeneration - this is acknowledged elsewhere in the Officer's Report. 

Without the additional floor space provided by the two smaller units, the re-development of the site simply would not be a viable option.  

Officer response to these above points: - officers agree with these points.
