	12.EKLF.17
	PRESENTATION: A14 JUNCTION 10/10A
Louise Holland  provided an overview of the application proposals seeking discharge of condition, and the Highways Agency demonstrated the use of the VISSIM (highway) modelling.

Ron Henry of Peter Brett Associates delivered a presentation on the options for Junction 10 and the potential for a Junction 10A of the A14. 

Reference was also made to the imminent submission of a planning application for development of and south of the A14 and north of the A6 for employment purposes, just east of Junction 10. This application, if approved, would require the re-alignment of the A6 and improvements to Junction 10.  

During the debate following the presentation the following points were made and responded to by the consultants:-

· Details on how the model was validated were requested

· The proposed route from Junction 10A to the roundabout on the A6 bypass was not considered to be safe in its current configuration, given the amount of HGVs that would need to  use the route.

·  The proposed widening of the A14 should be extended to Junction 10/10A

· Details of screening of the proposed Junction 10A, given the elevated topography of the land, were requested

· The environmental impact of a new Junction 10A on neighbouring residents was significant

· The movement of HGVs on Junction 10, Junction 10A and the Burton bypass roundabout would increase as the development progressed

· The projected number of HGV movements on completion of the development was requested

· The junction of Barton Road with Junction 10 roundabout and capacity of Barton Road once the development was complete

· The increase in traffic on the A6 to Junction 10

· The need to take into account planned development as contained in the Site Specific Proposals and not just that already granted planning permission

· The implications of modal shift on the type of traffic and traffic movements

· The impact of the preferred option on the older part of Burton Latimer, which had not yet been modelled


	After discussion on the presentation, it was

AGREED that the meetings schedule be updated as necessary and circulated to all members of the Forum.

The route from J10a to the A6 would be dualled and the section of the A6 from the new junction to Latimer Park was also planned to be dualled as a consequence of any consent for development of land for employment east of  the junction of the A6 and A14. the existing roundabout on the A6 at the Cranford Road turn might have to be redesigned and rebuilt to meet needs.
