it be confirmed that funding for Service Level Agreements will initially be for 2013/14 and 2014/15 only, with funding for 2015/16 and 2016/17 being assessed in the light of the Council's financial position at that time.

	REASONS
	One of the Council's budgetary 'golden rules' is not to reduce the total amount of funding available for voluntary sector grants.

Equality Impact Assessments have been completed on the two proposed policy changes and were taken into account.

The two organisations applying for the grant to provide services for Independent Living had asked for the grant to be split and requiring them to collaborate and propose a solution in which they work together was considered to be a solution which would strengthen the viability of The Vine Community Trust.

The unprecedented level of uncertainty in relation to future national funding levels was clear and likely to be influenced by the anticipated Government comprehensive spending review that is likely to take place in 2015. Although the Service Level Agreements were set up to cover a four year period, it was felt funding could initially only be confirmed for the first two years, with the position being reassessed in the light of the Council's overall funding and budgetary position at the end of the initial two year period.
