TO DETERMINE AN APPLICATION FOR A VARIATION OF A PREMISES LICENCE FOR THE CHALLENGE ARMS, 23 ESKDAILL STREET, KETTERING, WHERE RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED.
A report was submitted to seek the Committee’s decision to determine an application for a variation of a premises licence for The Challenge Arms, 23 Eskdaill Street, Kettering where relevant representations have been received.


Details of the application were provided to the meeting.  

Sgt Mark Worthington attended the meeting and gave further information on the Police representation regarding the application.

A representation from local residents was also made regarding their concerns regarding the application.

The Committee then entered discussions to consider the application and it was
RESOLVED
that the only extension of 9am-11am, 7 days a week, be granted.  Any other extension of licensable hours including late night refreshments was refused.

The Committee did not see any problems with the opening of the premises at 9am in the morning.  However, in consideration of the premises being in a residential area, they were unhappy with the impact of late night opening, having listened to the residents and the Police.
The Committee did not believe that public nuisance could be prevented, due to the locality of the premises to residents.  They had given consideration to the efforts that the premises owners had offered to go to, but the noise and disturbance from smokers using outside facilities and also customers leaving, due to the provision of extended hours would cause a public nuisance.
