It was the responsibility of the committee to protect the public. On this occasion they were minded to go no further, other than a strong reprimand.
There appeared to be a growing culture within Kettering of taxi drivers using their mobile phones whilst driving and the committee were very concerned and would look upon any re-offence very seriously.
