TO CONSIDER AN APPLICATION FOR A PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE THE APPLICANT HAS A CONVICTION (C1)

A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s instructions with regard to the granting of a Private Hire driver’s licence where the applicant had a conviction.
Details of the conviction were provided.  The applicant attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the offence.  

Having considered the report, the Committee took into account the explanation of events and it was

RESOLVED
that the application be refused on this occasion as the applicant was still serving a six month community order for a conviction for common assault on 1st April 2012.  A further application would be looked upon more favourably if it was submitted in three months time.

TO CONSIDER A HACKNEY CARRIAGE VEHICLE LICENCE, A PRIVATE HIRE OPERATOR’S LICENCE AND PRIVATE HIRE & HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVERS LICENCES, FOLLOWING AN INCIDENT (C4)


A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s instructions with regard to considering the following licences following an incident:
· a hackney carriage vehicle licence; 

· a private hire operator’s licence;

· hackney carriage and private hire vehicle driver’s licences
Details of the conviction were provided.  The holders and their representative attended the meeting and gave further information relating to the incident.  

Having considered the report and recommendations, the Committee took into account the holders’ explanation of events and it was

RESOLVED
Hackney Carriage vehicle licence  - 
An application to renew a Hackney Carriage vehicle license had been received by the Council on 27 July 2012 due to the previous one having lapsed.  It was agreed by both the Health Services Manager and the licence holder that the renewal application ought to be granted but immediately suspended, pending satisfactory inspection of the vehicle by the Council. The Members considered that this was an appropriate resolution in the circumstances.






Private Hire Operators Licence - 
the members resolved that it was appropriate in the circumstances that no further action be taken in respect of this licence.

Hackney Carriage and Private Hire vehicle licences -

Members heard submissions from the representative of the licence holder and considered expert medical evidence that the licence holder does not meet the criteria of the DVLA Group 2 entitlement standard.  For this reason, the Members resolved that the licenses were to remain immediately suspended under section 62 (2B) of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 in the interest of public safety, until such time as the holder could provide additional and fresh medical evidence in order to satisfy a reconvened committee that he could meet the criteria of the DVLA Group 2 entitlement standard.

TO CONSIDER A HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVER’S LICENCE WHERE THE HOLDER HAS A CONVICTION (C2)


The hackney carriage licence holder did not attend the meeting and Members were satisfied that the driver had received adequate notice of the date of the committee and that the papers had been properly served; and it was
RESOLVED
that the report would be heard in the driver’s absence.
A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s instructions with regard to a Hackney Carriage Driver’s Licence where the applicant had a previous conviction.
Details of the conviction were provided.   


Having considered the report it was

RESOLVED
that it was appropriate in the circumstances to issue a 21 day suspension in respect of the hackney carriage driver’s licence.

TO CONSIDER A PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER’S LICENCE AND A HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVERS LICENCE WHERE THE HOLDER HAS  A CONVICTION (C3)

that the report would be heard in the driver’s absence.
A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s instructions with regard to a Hackney Carriage Driver’s Licence and a Private Hire driver’s licence where the applicant had a previous conviction.

that it was appropriate in the circumstances to issue a 28 day suspension in respect of both the Hackney Carriage and Private Hire vehicle drivers licences.
