Harrington Road (land off), Rothwell

Land Ownership: Two further letters of objection have been received. One is from DLP Planning on behalf of the four neighbouring landowners and the other is from Eversheds on behalf of the SOS for Transport (Highways Agency). Both objections relate to ownership matters and in particular the Eversheds objection relates to a CPO served on the land in 2001 for the purposes of constructing the A6 bypass. The letter states that the Highways Agency strongly objects to the application on the basis that part of the land is required for means of access pursuant to the Compulsory Purchase Order and the attendant Road Scheme.

Officer Comments: Following receipt of these additional objections Northamptonshire County Council were contacted on 14.01.2013 in order to determine whether there are any residual access rights over the former Orton Road since it was 'stopped up'. There are no access rights over this land and effectively since the stopping-up order was made the ownership of the land reverted back to the previous owners. However, ownership of the land is not a material planning consideration and therefore the applicant is reminded that he should seek legal advice on matters relating to ownership.

Planning History: An further objection has been received from a third party (DLP Planning) objecting on the basis that the outline planning permission for the site next door (KET/2009/0474) has not been considered. The site has not been mentioned in the report as the permission is an outline application only and details such as layout and design, which would have a bearing on residential amenity, have neither been submitted or approved. This will not happen until a Reserved Matters application has been submitted for the neighbouring site, which will be at a date after this application is to be determined.

Residential Amenity: The same objection also identified a potential negative impact upon residential amenity as a result of the use of an electricity generator. It is proposed to amend condition 5 to require the applicant to submit details of how the site will be powered. He proposes to use mains electricity and will apply to the National Grid for this.

Update 15/01/2013: An e-mail was received from R Headland objecting to the scheme on behalf of the residents of Harrington Road. The objection again relates to the legal issue of site ownership. The objection is correct in stating that the Highways Agency are involved in a process to resolve the ownership of the proposal site and surrounding parcels of land this is a legal matter relating to ownership only and it is not a material planning consideration.

Information Update: 

To reflect revisions the title of the proposals should read "proposed 112 dwellings and associated garages and external works" and not as printed at the top of Agenda page 15. 

In addition, the drawing (numbered 146 Rev C; 146.1 Rev A; 147 Rev C; 148 Rev C; 157 Rev B; 160 Rev B; 162 Rev A; 163 Rev A) copies attached to this update, are amendments to those included in the agenda papers. All of the proposed garages now have a minimum internal width of 3.1m, a minimum internal depth 6m and a minimum door width of 2.5m, allowing for the garages to accommodate an average sized vehicle.

The Rothwell Town Council now raise an objection to the proposal on the grounds that the wind turbine and associated works will have an adverse impact this important area of open countryside, especially for walkers and horse riders.

These comments raise no new material considerations which have not already been considered within the officers report.

Condition 12 Reword. 

- lines 5 and 6:.... the commencement of development a detailed tree and hedgerow enhancement scheme supplementary to the aforementioned plan and report, shall be submitted to  and approved in writing by the Local.....

- Line 8: replace 'The approved schemes' with 'The approved schemes and measures'

Information Update:

Environmental Health advise that further to the ground investigation report dated December 2012, that further information in two specific areas was awaited. Further ground gas monitoring, and a proposed scheme for piling, a likely requirement. The Environmental Health Officer also advises further testing of the "bioavailability" of arsenic, and testing for Vanadium. These matters will be assessed before the discharge of the relevant condition (No.7) stated on the agenda.

S106:

The applicant has confirmed that the proposal is for 100% affordable housing. In the event of certain changes involving the social housing partner the developer is expected to work with, the option of 30% affordable housing has been suggested. The Council's Housing Team have confirmed 30% as a minimum whilst 100% remains the objective.
The recommendation in terms of S106 therefore is on that basis.
