KETTERING HEALTH & WELLBEING 

Peter Watson of Nene Commissioning was in attendance for this item.  A report had been submitted which updated members of the Executive Board on the Kettering Health and Wellbeing Partnership.


It was noted that the County Health and Wellbeing Board papers were now available on the Northamptonshire County Council website.  The Board met quarterly and would take over public health responsibilities from April 2013.


It was also noted that the inaugural Kettering Health and Wellbeing Partnership had taken place on 26 April at KBC which had been chaired by Dr Raf Poggi of Nene Commissioning.  


A further meeting had taken place on the 12th July 2012, and the following issues had been discussed:-
· Consultation on the County Wide Board.
· Link to the Website information.
· Development of mechanisms to enable the panel to generate businesses cases.
· ‘Healthier Together’.
·  Health profile for Kettering.

·  NGH to bring in extra staff to care for the elderly.
· The emergency ambulance service on Saturday nights.
· Cardiovascular programme.
· Mental health nurses to look at unnecessary admissions.
· Pilot in respect of personalised care plan for OCPD patients.
Members made the following comments:-

· There was an increase in the number of elderly people going into hospital on a Monday.
· Things needed to start moving forward at the next meeting in October.
· John Conway had attended the meeting and much work was being done to make ensure tenants were in the appropriate properties.

· The issue of  young tenants to be addressed
· School representation should be present at some issues i.e. child obesity etc. 
· Kettering was committed to the third sector.

LSP CONFERENCE – 19 OCTOBER 2012

Iain Kirtley updated the Board on themes for this year’s LSP Conference and invited the Board to identify any other areas of focus that they wished to be included.


The Board was informed that this would be the fourth annual conference and each year had been better and better. The Conference would also be used to begin the process of refreshing the Sustainable Community Strategy with relevant workshops linked to the emerging theses affecting the Borough.

Proposed Key Themes for the conference so far identified included:-

· Health and Wellbeing

· Crime

· Regeneration and growth

· Education, Skills and Employability

· Voluntary and Community.

Members made the following comments:-

· In respect of crime and anti-social behaviour, the Panel should have the new Police Commissioner on board as they would undoubtedly have that on their agenda.  

· It would be useful to have some ‘movers and shakers’ from the private sector to attend to explain how they are being socially responsibly aware. The Nationwide Building Society was mentioned and an approach would be made to them together with the Chamber of Commerce and other big businesses.
· As part of the Challenge 2016, perhaps local schools could ‘show and tell’ i.e. this is what has happened and this is what they have learned.
· The Growth Agenda, if this goes ahead, it would create a sustainable green/low carbon community.
· Tectonic plates changing business rates and benefits could be a possible theme.
To conclude, Members were asked to submit any other ideas to Ian Kirtley and he would then finalise an agenda taking on board Members’ suggestions above and at the same time avoiding Kettering Council becoming the main facilitator of the conference.  In particular he would be looking at Partners to input themes of what emerging strategies would look like and consultations.

VOLUNTARY SECTOR UPDATE

Simon Mutsaars of Groundwork updated the Board on the outcome of the recently held Voluntary Sector Forum which had been well attended.  Issues covered included the following:-

· Nene Commissioning Wellbeing Panel

· JSNA

· Compact Voice and Northamptonshire Voice

· KBC Task and Finish Group re the Third Sector funding:-

· Recognition of the NIL Strategy;
· Recognition and appreciation of the continuity of the funding issues; however

· Insufficient consultation with the Third Sector

Board members made the following comments in response:-

· The strategic level report would go to the Executive next week for a decision to be made on a strategic level.

· The Compact Voice was a document that set out how the Voluntary Sector and local authorities would work together.  This had been shelved since 2002 however KBC had always given at least the minimum amount of consultation that Compact had recommended.
· The Third Sector was a big delivery issue and any criticisms should be made known.  Monitoring the budget was considered the most effective way forward at the moment.  Simon Mustaar confirmed that this current position was absolutely recognised and accepted by the Sector.
· It was recognised that some of the concerns the Sector had concerned the change in funding arrangements and some groups were taking a while to get used to the change.

PARTNER UPDATES

Partner Updates were provided as follows:-
· Ian Kirtley thanked all partners who helped with the arrangements for the Olympic Torch on the 2 July.  Around 40,000 people had turned out to watch in Kettering and had been a very successful day bringing everybody in the country together.
· The Chair reported that Kettering was the home of volleyball and KBC and Kettering Volleyball Club would be holding the first ever Urban Beach Volleyball Tournament on the 28th July at Kettering’s Market Place.
· Julie Trahern, Head of Income and Debt, informed the Board that 38 families would be affected by the benefit changes but they were trying to work with those families by bringing in housing, job Centre plus etc. into the discussions.  The case load since April had gone up by 30% to 2000 items a month.

FAMILY INTERVENTION PROJECT 
Louise Crookenden-Johnson of Northamptonshire County Council gave a presentation on the Family Intervention Project which was delivered for NCC by Action for Children.  The Board noted that the Family Intervention Project had been set up to help families who had complex needs and a refocus of the project for 2011/12 had identified provision of a response primarily at Edge of Care (EoC) where there was a likelihood of a child being placed in LA care.   NCC Cabinet approval would be sought in September to extend the contract for a short period to allow open tender process for the Edge of Care provision.

Cllr Bill Parker confirmed that the two biggest pressures on the County budget were the aging population and looked after children and the Commissioning intentions for Edge of Care had got to be the way forward.

In response to Members’ comments, Louise confirmed that the Edge of Care project had supported 28 people in the Kettering area through its housing arm and funding of £10,000.  This had related to 3 families. 
The Chair thanked Louise for the presentation and wished the project success.
