· how was data utilised to ensure it was robust 

· how were inter-connectivities between roads inside the red line and outside it addressed to ensure the assessments were robust

	PRESENTATIONS ON DRAFT DESIGN CODE  
Joanne Cave  (David Lock Associates) and Peter Chaplin gave a presentation on the draft design code, which was now available for consultation, for a six week period. 
Members of the Forum raised the following issues 

· the status of any applications which arrived before the design code was finalised and which did not comply with it 

· issues relating to bus shelter design and placement, parking space width.

· How gardens of new premises would relate to those of established properties 

· How the palette of materials would reflect the existing limestone development and geology of parts of the site

· How the palette of materials would be applied 

· Issues covered in other conditions relating to cycling, densities, and sustainability 

Parish Councils would all be receiving a copy of the design code imminently, and all other Forum members could access the material on line, by hard copy in the offices, or on request, by being sent a disc.
