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2. INFORMATION
Adam Simmons was elected as the first PCC in November 2012, and had a short period of time in which to develop his first Police and Crime Plan and budgets for the next year. 

The PCC has published an outline of his thinking on his priorities, prior to the development of the plan. This was available for consultation until 15th January. 

The emerging priorities are:-

To become the safest place in the country  

· 40% reduction in violent crime 

· Eradicating drugs and reducing acquisitive crime 

· Robustly and intelligently tackling anti-social behaviour 

· A more visible police force 

· A secure place (covers safeguarding of children and adults, combating  terrorism and organised crime, reducing road deaths and injuries.

Doing things differently 

· Putting victims first and listening to the voice of victims 

· Getting tough on criminals – dismantling drugs markets, naming and shaming and widening the accessibility and visibility of the criminal justice system 

· Getting upstream to prevent crime 

· Greater police visibility, protecting the number of police officers at their current level, and re-launching the special constabulary, recruiting reservists and putting 1000 volunteers into uniform; no reduction in PCSOs and expanding police cadets. 

Engagement and participation 

· Expanding neighbourhood watch 

· Increasing the role of faith based and neighbourhood groups 

· Developing a “blue light  guarantee” on service standards 

· A massive programme of youth engagement 

Business transformation to focus more resources on the front line. 

3. DIALOGUE WITH THE PCC

The PCC has met with the chair of the CSP, the KBC portfolio holder for community safety and the Leader of the Council. He is due to meet with officers at Kettering Borough Council to discuss housing initiatives which do and could contribute to his agenda. The PCC is due to attend the next meeting of the CSP to discuss working together at the end of the month. 

4. KETTERING COMMUNITY SAFETY PARTNERSHIP PRIORITES
The Kettering CSP’s emerging priorities fit well with those of the PCC. The CSP has agreed headline priorities as set out below.  These are currently being developed into meaningful action plans and a full plan can be submitted to the next meeting of the LSP Executive Board. 
Anti-social behaviour, with a focus on:

· Responding to repeat victims and repeat neighbourhoods

· Acknowledging all communities are affected 

· Communication 

Violence with a focus on-

· Domestic abuse 

· Violence associated with alcohol and substance misuse (including the night time economy) 

Reducing re-offending with a focus on 

· Drugs and alcohol

Serious acquisitive crime, with a focus on domestic burglary and vehicle crime
