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2. INFORMATION
2.1 Kettering Partnership held its fourth Annual Conference last year on 19 October 2012 and it was the most well attended and successful conference to date
2.2 There were also opportunities for partners to use the event for their organisations’ consultations as well as provide details of the services they offer.

2.3 The current Sustainable Community Strategy is due to be refreshed and while National Indicators and other Performance Measures have been removed by the coalition Government, there is still a statutory duty to produce a Sustainable Community Strategy.

3. KETTERING PARTNERSHIP CONFERENCE 2012
3.1 Key themes for the Conference were:

Health & Wellbeing 
How can Kettering improve local health services through better partnerships?  A detailed update will be given under Item 6.
Employability and skills
What is the education and training offer for young people (16-19) in Kettering and is it meeting young people’s needs? How does this offer need improving?

Feedback:  

· Improve work experience opportunities with local employers for young people.

· Have a more joined up approach between employers, providers and young people regarding what Education, employment and training opportunities are available in the Kettering area. Develop clearer lines of communication between young people and agencies.

· Develop current Information, Advice and Guidance (IAG) currently offered to young people to include supporting wellbeing issues in light of the Welfare reform.

· Build transferable skills into training programmes and manage expectations better.

· Better support personal development for young people once education needs are met.

Community Safety
What can we do to reduce serious acquisitive crime including burglary and car crime?

Feedback

· Key messages promoted in key locations such as garages, cinemas car parks and shops

· Insecurity 

Burglary – cheap target hardening, awareness and information

· Offenders

prevention – includes issues such as mental health

4.1 Building on the themes above, the new Sustainable Community Strategy (SCS) will continue to reflect the important partnership issues affecting Kettering Borough.
4.2 As Officers begin the development of the new SCS, partners are asked to provide details of the issues affecting Kettering Borough upon which they are focusing.
4.3 At its meeting on 11 March 2008, it was agreed that for a project to be included in the SCS it must pass the following tests:
· A partnership approach adds significant value.

· The project makes sense to the community as it reflects a community need and is communicated in appropriate language.

· It is resourced.

· There is a project plan which includes clear objectives, actions and outputs, monitoring indicators, risk assessment, named lead officer and resources. 

· It links to a performance management system.
