The proposal has some conflicts with policies 1, 9, 13 and 17 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy but this is outweighed by the substantial balance of policy in support of the proposal.  In addition, the existing extant planning permission, the National Planning Policy Framework and the Planning Policy for Travellers Sites are material considerations which add further weight in support of the proposal. There are no material considerations which by themselves or cumulatively outweigh the policy presumption in favour of this proposal,
planning permission be granted subject to the following conditions:-




1.
The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of 3 years from the date of this planning permission.

2.
No development shall commence on site until details of the types and colours of all external facing and roofing materials to be used, together with samples, for the amenity buildings and brick wall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details.

3.
The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved plans and details shown on drawing numbers 4041-76A, 4041/19A received 20.05.2013, 4041-78 received 29.04.2013, 4041-77 received 15.04.2013, 87206A received 29.04.2013, 04-13-01B received 15.04.2013, J8110 received 15.04.2013 and 04-13-04 received 22.05.13.
4.
All planting, seeding or turfing comprised in the approved details of landscaping as detailed in drawing number4041-77 received 15.04.2013 shall be carried out in the first planting and seeding season following the occupation of the site or the completion of the development whichever is the sooner.  Any trees or plants which within a period of 5 years from the completion of development die, are removed or become seriously diseased shall be replaced in the next planting season with others of similar size and species, unless the Local Planning Authority gives written consent to any variation.

5.
The site shall not be occupied by any persons other than Gypsies and Travellers as detailed in Annex 1 of the Planning Policy for Travellers Sites 2012.

6.
Before the development hereby permitted is first occupied the boundary screening as shown on drawing numbers 4041-75 received 15.04.2013 and 4041-78 received on 29.04.2013 shall be erected and shall be permanently retained in that form thereafter.

7.
No development shall take place on site until details of the method of construction of the means of access have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The agreed details shall be fully implemented before the use hereby permitted is commenced, or the site occupied, whichever is the sooner.

There shall be no external illumination on site at any time other than in accordance with a detailed scheme which shall first have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

The development shall be carried out in accordance with a programme of contamination investigation/mitigation.
