12.LSP.14
LOCALISATION OF COUNCIL TAX SUPPORT

A presentation was given by Julie Trahern of Kettering Borough Council regarding the changes to Council Tax Support which were being introduced from April 2013.


Discussion was held on the following issues:-

· Long-term empty properties
· Transitional Funding
· Training of Council and CAB staff
· Universal Credit
· The impact of Welfare Reform on people receiving benefits
It was noted that the CAB were to run a series of Roadshows and training would be given on one-to-one support offered.

It was felt that there would be a need to develop a good system of multi-agency support locally, and then to lobby the government with any concerns. It was felt that the main concerns with welfare reform would be: customers not having enough money to last for a month; no information from the County about how to implement/manage crisis loans; and the uncertainty about the impact of welfare reform.

KETTERING HEALTH AND WELL-BEING FORUM

It was noted that the Kettering Health and Well-being Forum would meet four times per year.  The first forum would approve a business case for Women's Aid/Domestic Abuse.

A summary of the work of the Forum was given  as follows:-

· Integrating housing considerations in the hospital discharge process in the interests of the patient
· Support for the Forum in relation to the Health and Wellbeing Strategy which is out for consultation

· Using information from Public Health to create indicators and targets

· Mapping services in relation to the strategy and formulating a gap analysis.

· Reviewing the cycle of the exacerbation of health and emergency admissions across agencies to improve the quality of life for people

It was noted that good feedback had been received from the Board on work between health agencies and organisations such as the CAB on issues such as debt, family problems and housing.

It was also noted that Kettering Borough Council was looking to expand and offer space to other agencies so it could work together in teams for the benefit of all residents.  Health checks would also be offered in an off-site venue, which would help prevent cardio-vascular problems.

REGIONAL HOSPITAL REVIEW


A report was submitted which provided a brief update on the Healthier Together programme, which was intended to improve health care in the sub-region and improve surgical, accident and emergency, maternity and in-patient outcomes in the five hospitals covered by the review.


Discussion was held on the Healthier Together Programme proposals and key messages from the consultation were outlined.

The Chair informed the Executive Board that the following motion had been proposed for the full Council meeting due to be held on 22nd January 2012:-


" Kettering Borough Council pledges itself to work together with the public, local organisations and local members of Parliament to save the acute health care services at Kettering General Hospital."


It was noted that Kettering Borough Council was committed to securing the best health services it could for the people of the Borough and that all four Councils in North Northamptonshire and the three MPs had agreed to work together to resist changes which would be harmful to the interests of local people.

POLICE AND CRIME COMMISSIONER

A report was submitted which outlined the Police and Crime Commissioner's emerging priorities and those of the Kettering Community Safety Partnership, and which sought observations thereon.  The report also sought agreement to ask the Police and Crime Commissioner to be represented on the Local Strategic Partnership Executive Board.


It was noted that Councillor Ian Jelley had been appointed as the Council's representative on the PCC Board.


The emerging priorities of the Kettering Community Safety Partnership were endorsed.
