The application was refused for the following reason: -



1.
The proposed dwellings are an overdevelopment. By virtue of their siting and massing, they would have an overbearing impact on and result in an unacceptable loss of outlook and natural light to the occupiers of number 98 Britannia Road, resulting in serious harm to their living conditions.  The scheme is thereby contrary to one of the core planning principles (paragraph 17, fourth bullet point) of the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) and contrary to the requirements of Policy 13(l) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy which requires that development is not to result in an unacceptable impact on the living conditions of neighbouring properties.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 3 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Order with or without modification) no additional openings permitted by Schedule 2, Part 1 Classes A or C shall be made in the first floor of the north elevation or roof plane of the building.

The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved plans 2504/PD/EW, 2504/P1 and 2504/P2 received on 21/06/2013.

No development other than the construction of the access into the site in accordance with a plan to be submitted to and approved in writing by Local Planning Authority shall be carried out on the site until the access has been completed in accordance with the approved details.
