Consultation response received from the Highway Authority on 11/07/2013 who have advised that given the proximity of the application site to the town centre there is no requirement to seek further parking provision. The application is acceptable in terms of highway safety and impact on the highway network.

Following receipt of further details and samples relating to materials, hard surfacing and boundary treatment Condition 3 and Condition 5 have been amended. A revised condition 4 is also recommended. 
Condition 3 shall now read as follows:


The materials to be used in the construction of the external surfaces of the development hereby permitted shall be Wienerberger Oast Russet facing brick, Lakeside Buckingham Stone cast stone cills and heads (colour half-bath) and Sandtoft Antique No. 2 roof tiles.

REASON:  In the interests of the visual amenities of the area in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Condition 4 shall now read as follows:

The development hereby approved shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the Environmental Scientifics Group Remediation Method Statement, reference 3894284/Remediation MS V3 approved by the Local Planning Authority on 10 June 2010 and the Environmental Scientifics Group Validation Report, reference 3894284/Validation approved by the Local Planning Authority on 29 October 2010.

In the event that contamination, which was not identified within the above approved documents, is found at any time when carrying out the approved development it shall be reported in writing immediately to the Local Planning Authority. In this event an investigation and risk assessment shall be undertaken in accordance with a scheme to be agreed with the Local Planning Authority and, where remediation is necessary, a remediation scheme shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved investigation, risk assessment and remediation scheme.  Following completion of measures identified in the approved remediation scheme a verification report shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority. 

REASON: To ensure that risks from land contamination to the future users of the land and neighbouring land are minimised, together with those to controlled waters, property and ecological systems, and to ensure that the development can be carried out safely without unacceptable risks to workers, neighbours and other offsite receptors and in accordance with Policy 11 and Paragraph 120 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

Condition 5 shall now read as follows:

The proposed boundary treatment shall be in accordance with the plan received by the Local Planning Authority on 12/07/2013 and the front boundary treatment shall be a brick wall constructed to the dimensions as indicated on photograph A received by the Local Planning Authority on 15/07/2013 using Wienerberger Oast Russet brick. The development shall not be occupied until the approved scheme has been fully implemented in accordance with the approved details.

REASON:  In the interests of the amenities and privacy of the neighbouring properties in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

A new condition relating to hard surfacing materials has also been added and shall read as follows:
 
The materials to be used in the construction of the hard and paved surfacing of the development hereby permitted shall be Bradstone Brindle block paving for the footpaths and Marshall Saxon Buff concrete paving for the patios. The development shall not be occupied until the approved scheme has been fully implemented in accordance with the approved details.

REASON:  In the interests of the visual amenities of the area in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

1) To the penultimate paragraph towards the bottom of page 4, "In what format should they (Design and Access Statements) be? " :

Delete last bullet point on existing report and add to the first two bullet points, the following:

· An explanation of the design principles and concepts applied to the development;

· An explanation of how issues related to access have been dealt with;

· A statement of what consultation has been carried out on access and account taken of it;

· In relation to applications for Listed Building Consent the statement should describe the significance of any heritage assets affected and explain the special regard that has been given to preserving the architectural or historic interest of any such assets;

· Photos, maps and drawings may be needed to illustrate points made;

2) 5th line from bottom on page 7 of report: the word "identify" to read "identifies"

3) Page 11, Section 11, 2nd paragraph: Add comma after the word "type"  (line 5) "
