and that the three conditions requested by the Police be added to the Licence.  These were:-

1. All staff involved in selling alcohol shall be trained in alcohol awareness, new staff to be trained within two weeks of commencing employment.  Training records shall be retained and made available for inspection by authorised persons. 
2. CCTV equipment shall be properly installed and maintained in good working order and shall store images for a minimum of 21 days; staff will be trained in the use of the CCTV and comply with police requests for access to recordings. 
3. A ‘refusals register’ shall be kept, endorsed with the relevant details relating to age restricted products and made available on request of a Police Officer, Trading Standards Officer or authorised Local Authority Officer.
